 As part of our audit of the Virginia District Court System, we have audited the cash receipts and 
disbursements of the County of Caroline General District Court for the period of January 1, 2000 through 
March 31, 2001.  
 
 Our primary objectives were to test the accuracy of financial transactions recorded on the Court’s 
financial management system; evaluate the Court’s internal controls; and test its compliance with 
significant state laws, regulations, and policies.  However, our audit was more limited than would be 
necessary to provide assurance on the internal controls or on overall compliance with applicable laws, 
regulations, and policies. 
 
 The results of our tests found the Court properly stated, in all material respects, the amounts 
recorded and reported in the financial management system.  However, we noted a weakness in internal 
controls and noncompliance with state laws, regulations, and policies that the Chief Magistrate needs to 
address as described below. 
 
Reconcile Bank Account  
 

Magistrates Hayes and Saikowski did not reconcile their respective bank accounts each month 
during the audit period when there was activity.  It is essential that Magistrates reconcile their bank 
accounts promptly each month as failure to do so can lead to undetected errors and irregularities.  In 
accordance with Chapter X of the Magistrates Manual, the Chief Magistrate should ensure that all 
Magistrates promptly reconcile their bank accounts when there is bank activity noted.  Reconciliations 
will help ensure efficiency, accountability, and the proper recording of financial transactions. 
 



 We discussed these comments with the Magistrates on June 1, 2001 and on June 4, 2001 and we 
acknowledge the cooperation extended to us by the court during this engagement.
